For drawing up an overall picture of a
financial condition of large and medium-sized enterprises of a chemical complex of the Republic of
Tatarstan the analysis of structure of balance and the loudspeaker of its indicators, estimation of cost of
net assets of the enterprises is carried out, the analysis of absolute and relative measures of financial
stability and solvency is carried out. The factorial analysis of profit on sales, indicators of profitability of
assets, level of profitability of the sold goods (production, works, services) allowed to draw conclusions on
a condition of the enterprises playing a significant role in economy of the Republic of Tatarstan.
